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      John Wesley, the founder of 
Methodism, dedicated a great deal of 
time to the formation of òClasses, So-
cieties and Bands.ó Today, we lump 
these three categories into that of 
òSmall Groups.ó Wesleyõs intention 
in forming these groups was to create 
a space where individuals held one 
another accountable on the long jour-
ney of discipleship. Within these 
small groups, participants engaged in 
Wesleyõs Three Simple Rules: Do No 
Harm, Do Good, and Stay in Love 
with God. And when they inevitably 
struggled with these rules, the small 
groups provided a place to confess 
those struggles and to receive en-
couragement from fellow Christians.  
     The small groups at All Saintsõ 
help us follow in the footsteps of our 
Methodist mothers and fathers by 
building communities of faith where 
we can support, challenge, and uplift 
each other. There are several small 
groups within All Saintsõ - some just 
starting, and some that have been 
regularly meeting almost since the 
church began worshiping in Brier 

Creek nearly three years ago. A few 
of the newest groups are highlighted 
below.
